MEMBERS

ARTICLE 200 - The Active, Emeriti and Honorary Members of the
Supreme Council accredited to each State; the Past First and Past Second Lieuten-
ant Commanders of the Council of Deliberation; the Past Commanders-in-Chief of
Consistories; the Past Most Wise Masters of Chapters of Rose Croix; the Past Sov-
ereign Princes of Councils of Princes of Jerusalem; the Past Thrice Potent Masters
of Lodges of Perfection; those members of Subordinate Bodies in the State who
have received the Meritorious Service Award from the Council of Deliberation of
such State, and the first three elected officers as well as the Treasurer and the Sec-
retary of Subordinate Bodies, shall constitute a Council of Deliberation for that
State of which the Deputy for that State shall be ex officio Illustrious Commander-
in-Chief.

I am both honored and humbled at being installed as an Active member in
Connecticut during our 196™ annual Supreme Council session in Providence in
August of last year. | pledge to each of you that I will do my utmost to serve our
beloved Ancient Accepted Scottish Rite in a manner consistent with the high stan-
dards set by the Illustrious Brothers who have preceded me.

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON SCHOLARSHIPS

To the Illustrious Commander-in-Chief, officers, and brethren of the Connecti-
cut Council of Deliberation in session at Newington, Connecticut on June 19, 2009:

This year, the Supreme Council, located in Lexington, Massachusetts has
awarded $12,000.00 to Connecticut for Abbott Scholarships. The State Scholar-
ship Committee of the Connecticut Council of Deliberation has recommended 12
applicants to become 2009 Abbott Scholarship recipients. These recommendations
were made to Illustrious James R. Spencer, MSA, 33°, Deputy of Connecticut and
to the Supreme Council.

Leon M. Abbott Scholarships provide financial support for the continuing
education of young men and women from Scottish Rite families and Masonic-
related youth programs. Since 1951, more that $3 million has been awarded to
students from each state of the Northern Masonic Jurisdiction.

Eligibility: The following criteria are used to determine the eligibility of
appli  cants for the program:

A freshman, sophomore, junior, senior, or graduate student attending an
accredited college or university.

A minimum grade point average of 2.75 on a 4.0 scale.

A child or grandchild of a Scottish Rite Mason in the Northern Masonic
Jurisdiction.

A member of a youth organization sponsored by the Masonic fraternity in
the Northern Masonic Jurisdiction.

A graduate of one of the 32° Masonic Learning Centers of Children in the
Northern Masonic Jurisdiction.

The State Scholarship Committee received a total of 35 applications from
the five Valleys in Connecticut. The 12 recipients of this year’s scholarships dem-
onstrated excellent scholarship and genuine financial need. Impressive letters of
recommendations from teachers, professors, and academic counselors supported
all applications. Recipients also exhibited extensive volunteer community service,
broad extracurricular activities, leadership and honors/awards in sports, music,
and drama. Some are holding part-time jobs during the school calendar year and
full-time summer employment to help pay for college costs.

This year, all five Valleys in Connecticut have given their own college
scholarships to applicants. The Valley of Bridgeport has given eight (8) scholar-
ships, the Valley of Hartford has given twenty-one (21) scholarships, the Valley of
New Haven has given six (6) scholarships, the Valley of Norwich has given four (4)
scholarships and the Valley of Waterbury has given five (5) scholarships. Collec-
tively, our five valleys have awarded a total of forty-four (44) scholarships.

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REPORT OF THE MEMBERSHIP & RETENTION
COMMITTEE FOR THE STATE OF CONNECTICUT

To the Ilustrious Commander-in-Chief, Officers, and brethren of the Connecti-
cut Council of Deliberation in session at Newington, Connecticut on June 19, 2009:

The Chairman of the State Membership and Retention Committee respect-
fully submits the following report for the year 2008 — 2009.

Recognizing the importance of increasing our membership or at least mini-
mizing losses of brothers over the years, the Supreme Council sponsored its first an-
nual membership and retention seminar in September 2008. As part of this seminar,
membership committee chairs from all Valleys in Connecticut were introduced to the
Ambassador Program as well as a 32 minute DVD entitled “Scottish Rite for the 21%
Century.” This DVD is divided into 8 distinct parts. Within the parts are interviews,
a brief history of the Northern Masonic Jurisdiction of the Scottish Rite in a Monty
Python theme, examples of all four of our charities, and the story of one brave lady’s
triumph over dyslexia with the help of our learning centers.

Included in this meeting were opportunities for brothers to share tales of
what makes them successful and how things worked. As a result of this sharing, the
Supreme Council has also developed a membership letter which contains a link to
what is termed a membership tool box. In this way, valleys are writing up new things
that work as well as attempts that didn’t. By establishing this on line tool, the entire
jurisdiction will have access to a complete array of new ideas, concepts and methods.

It is hoped that brothers from all jurisdictions will utilize these tools as a
means of increasing awareness of the Scottish Rite in their respective Valleys and
increase the number of those brothers who have decided to join.

Another meaningful part of this meeting was an address by our Sovereign
Grand Commander, who related the following story and personal thoughts: while
visiting brothers in Philadelphia, he was told that the brothers used to meet in Inde-
pendence Hall - but were thrown out for being too rowdy! He said, “Can you picture
brothers in this day and age having the same thing happen to them?” He then shook
his head and said he wished our fraternity could say the same thing today.

Our Commander has made it clear that we are first and foremost a frater-
nity, and it is time to return to those roots. We need to concentrate on those things
that we do very well and work to ensure we have the best brothers doing that work.
We need to concentrate on the concept of ICE, Inspiration, Convenience, and Enjoy-
ment. The days of having hours long dry meetings with dull speeches and endless
introductions, while minimizing time for enjoyment, are over.

In Connecticut, many of the Valleys have established the Ambassador pro-
gram within their districts. The ambassador can be to a specific lodge, group of
lodges or district. His job is to provide information on the Scottish Rite to any inter-
ested brother. It is also hoped that he will canvass any brother who has attained pro-
ficiency and has been a Master Mason for 6 months or more. Further, the “Scottish

Rite for the 21% Century” DVD has given all Ambassadors an excellent program tool.
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Whether the Ambassador is an excellent speaker or a quiet one, the DVD
does it all. The Supreme Council is making these DVD’s available to all valleys free
of charge. | would strongly urge you all, if you have not done so already, to get one
that you can view, with your family if you wish, and then give it to a brother Mas-
ter Mason so he might see the benefits of joining our beloved fraternity.

While growth is slow, there is a steady core of brothers dedicated to in-
creasing our membership within our state and their efforts are bearing fruit. In
2008, 63 Connecticut brothers witnessed the 4" degree, making them eligible to be
considered Scottish Rite Masons. In 2009 that number increased to 72, which is a
12.5% increase over last year. But as Brother Bill has alluded to in his message on
the State of the Rite, we have a long way to go and much work to do. At last we
have vision, direction, and excellent tools with which to perform the work set be-
fore us.

Retention

I have been harping for the last two years on the need to enlist newly cre-
ated brothers in our work. Some, we know, are just going for the ride through the
degrees, but there are many in our classes who are just waiting to be asked. We all
know how difficult it is to come forward and unfortunately, “reticence to request”
has become a natural part of our fraternity. It has been established that almost
anyone will at least consider a request to serve. The brothers we lose are the ones
who are not asked and are truly left with the feeling that no one cares. We can no
longer wait to be asked or expect volunteers. Brothers need to feel that they are a
part of a greater good. They need to be proactively approached and asked for their
assistance with our work.

Unfortunately 1 do not have the statistics from all Valleys this year but I
can tell you that those valleys who have reported indicate roughly 65% participa-
tion of their newly created Sublime Princes in some way within their valleys. There
are still 35% to go and while perfection can only be striven for, it is obvious that
we need to continue to strive.

Recommendations

It is my hope that every brother in this room would please, as | said be-
fore, get a copy of the “Scottish Rite for the 21®* Century DVD, view it and give it
to a brother Master Mason for his view. We can get as many copies of the DVD as
needed free of charge from the Supreme Council. While we have an ambassador
program, it is critical to note that every brother here is an ambassador and it is
your enthusiasm that will impress prospective candidates.

I would also ask that every Valley keep a list of newly created brothers
and that efforts be made to contact and engage each and every one in the hope that
we can put them to work and they can enrich our fraternity with their service.

Lastly, it is time to reintroduce the social aspect back into our fraternity.
Our rendezvous scheduled for November 14 of this year in New Haven will be the
blueprint for future meetings. There will be degrees, there will also be food, there
will be beverages, please don’t get shocked as some will be alcoholic!
INDEX
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But most especially there will be socialization. We don’t want brothers to bolt
out the door. We engage each other, share ideas out of the formalness of the
lodge room and, most importantly, we want them to enjoy the fraternal aspect of
our beloved fraternity.

Please remember and keep within your thoughts the single word ICE:
Inspiration, Convenience, and Enjoyment. This is our new mandate for all our
work to make sure it incorporates all three. Lets all see what we can do to make
it happen.

REPORT OF THE MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE
VALLEY OF NEW HAVEN

To the Illustrious Commander-in-Chief, officers, and brethren of the Connecti-
cut Council of Deliberation in session at Newington, Connecticut on June 19,
2009:
MEMBERSHIP

Membership development is critical to the future of the Valley of New
Haven and the Masons of Connecticut. In order to maintain a sufficient mem-
bership level to maintain the current level of Valley activity, the Valley of New
Haven must add a minimum of forty Sublime Princes to its rolls per year. Unfor-
tunately, the Valley of New Haven only initiated thirteen Sublime Princes during
the course of the fall and spring classes, while losing fifty members to death, de-
mits and non-payment of dues, which resulted in a net loss of thirty-seven Sublime
Princes. During the past year, the Valley of New Haven held two Masonic Infor-
mation Night to attract potential members.

To counteract the growing problem of poor membership recruitment
and development, the Valley of New Haven has dedicated itself reaching out to the
Blue Lodges in our area and developing a program of assistance and amplifi-
cation. It is sincerely hoped that Scottish Rite brothers apply the lessons they
learn in the Rite to their lives and to their roles in their respective Blue Lodges.
Therefore, our events should be designed to amplify and assist the Blue
Lodges. Scottish Rite events should focus on leadership, civic duty and intel-
lectual reflection.

RETENTION AND DEVELOPMENT

In the past, the Scottish Rite was called "'the college of Freemasonry,"
because there was an emphasis on Masonic education. This focus on education
went beyond degree work.
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Brothers would make it a point to study Masonic texts of the past and
evaluate the Masonic thoughts of the present. The next generation of Masons is
thirsty for knowledge and we hope that the Valley of New Haven can help quench
this thirst. Many new Masons are dismayed when they do not find an ade-
guate amount of education, enlightenment, or enthusiasm in Masonry. Many Blue
Lodges have found it difficult to retain new members because they do not supply
their new members with the three E's: Enthusiasm, Education, and Enlightenment.
The Scottish Rite is ideally poised to supply this new generation of Masons with
that which they seek.

BLUE LODGE AMBASSADOR PROGRAM

The Valley of New Haven’s Blue Lodge Ambassador Program establishes
a stronger link between the Rite and the local Blue Lodges. The main objective
of the Scottish Rite Lodge Ambassador Program is to identify and select Scot-
tish Rite members from each Blue Lodge in the geographic vicinity of the Valley of
New Haven to actively represent the Scottish Rite by actively communicating and
promoting the events and activities of the Valley.

PROPOSED EVENTS

“Brothers Meeting Brothers” night — an informal meeting between Scottish
Rite brothers and selected local college fraternities. Many members of college fra-
ternities miss the fellowship that they once had after graduating college. Freema-
sonry, as the world's oldest and largest fraternal order, is a natural fit for these
young college graduates.

Masonic Book Club night — informal monthly meetings of Masons where
Masonic history and principles are discussed. Open to all Master Masons.

Blue Lodge Ritual Competition — a one day event, where local Blue Lodge
Masons compete in a friendly manner on various aspects of the first three degrees
of Masonry.

REPORT OF THE MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE
VALLEY OF HARTFORD

To the Illustrious Commander-in-Chief, officers, and brethren of the Connecticut
Council of Deliberation in session at Newington, Connecticut on June 19, 2009:

MEMBERSHIP

For the period of August 1, 2008 to the present, the Valley of Hartford,
Ancient Accepted Scottish Rite, created twelve (12) Grand Elect Masons. Of those
twelve, all but one was created a Sublime Prince of the Royal Secret, 32°. That
brother was unable to complete his Consistory Degree requirement due to work
commitments, and will be held over until Fall 2009.
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Thus, we created eleven (11) Sublimes Princes of the Royal Secret.

Of those 12 brothers, 50% (6) have been involved in some way in the Val-
ley's degree portrayals — backstage help, small parts both speaking and non-
speaking,

RECRUITING

The Valley has approached recruiting in several different ways, and relies
mainly on two methods. The first of these is word-of-mouth by current Scottish
Rite Masons engaged in activities in their Blue lodges. This method has yielded
better results since it has been employed than our old method of getting lists of
Master Masons and cold-calling them on the phone.

The second method, which is really an adjunct to the first, is our Family
Life program. The Membership Committee views Family Life programs as
""marketing opportunities’ and tries to open as many of the programs as possible
to non-Valley members, even non-Masons, who are friends and acquaintances of
Valley members. These programs, designed as enjoyable opportunities for fellow-
ship and life-enrichment, function as a fine recruiting tool and should be continued
in the future, regardless of how Supreme Council may choose to revamp the Fam-
ily Life program.

On a small scale, since we have opened our building to the Newington
community theater group, Theatre Newington-ON STAGE, we have always had a
brother or two available at their performances to answer any questions that may
arise about the fraternity in general and the Scottish Rite in particular. This is yet
another form of marketing that we employ.

Going forward into fall 2009, we will be relying on our Scottish Rite Am-
bassador program to pump up the membership recruiting.

RETENTION

Many forces are brought to bear on the effort to retain members. Our
main mission in this area is to put new brothers to work as quickly as possible,
feeling that an involved brother is a viable brother.

Over the past several years, we identified an issue with the long periods
between our classes. Our approach of simply telling a brother to come back and
see all the degrees was failing. To address this situation, we created the Valley of
Hartford Graduation Dinners. In January and May, a dinner is held for the new
Sublime Princes and their wives, in a small, intimate setting. Their certificates are
presented and they are truly welcomed into the Valley family. We feel that this
dinner is directly responsible for raising our involvement rate to 50%, and we look
forward to increasing that.

We have also employed pre-degree dinners as a method of building friend-
ships with the candidates as they are taking the degrees. Brothers who have friends
in an organization are more likely to stay involved.

Also, of late, we are actually involving candidates in the degrees they are
taking. We have had the opportunity to employ the candidates in crowd scenes,
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(e.g, as Pharisees in the 17th Degree), and other ways aside from simply being ex-
emplars. We’re finding that the has raised interest and involvement, as well.

By improving our Valley newsletter and keeping our website timely, we
also hope to keep interest piqued. Finally, when brothers are in danger of being
dropped for non-payment of dues, our Retention Committee makes contact and
tries to resolve the situation if at all possible.

MEMBERSHIP INVOLVEMENT

Many of our retention methods speak directly to the question of member-
ship involvement as well. We believe that an involved member, who is enjoy him-
self, whose family enjoys Scottish Rite events, is more likely to be retained.

Aside from those methods listed in the section above, we also ask members
to take part in our degrees, and we stress degree attendance. This emphasis, cou-
pled with the Passport Program, has resulted in us seeing brothers who, in the
past, might have just not bothered to come back to see degrees.

SCOTTISH RITE AMBASADOR PROGRAM

Our Scottish Rite Ambassador program is in the early stages of execution.
I assigned the task of getting our program established to Brother Richard Denno
and Illustrious Brother Richard R. Jones, Jr., 33°.

These capable brothers are on schedule to have our Ambassador program
rolled out into our constituent blue lodges this fall. Their aims are to have one or
two Scottish Rite brothers in every lodge, available as a resource to the Worshipful
Master, and with the aim of aiding the blue lodge and recruiting new Scottish Rite
members.

CONCLUSION

The Valley of Hartford's membership efforts are on-going. While we are
not particularly pleased with our low numbers for the past year, we are pleased
that we are keeping more members involved once they do become Scottish Rite
brothers, and that we are providing them the inspiration, convenience, and enjoy-
ment mentioned in the Supreme Council's strategic plan.

We are confident that our Ambassador program will help bring up our
number of new members, and are hopeful that if the economy turns around, that
too will aid us.

Time will tell.

Both CTCHIP and our participation in the
North Stonington fair have brought us out to the community. We have seen a great
interest in the Scottish Rite in recent months, which we attribute to increased utili-
zation of the newly made Sublime Princes in all of our Valley activities as well as
the excitement shared by all the Valley brethren when discussing the Scottish Rite.

RETENTION

We have been blessed to have added 20 brothers in our Lodge of Perfec-
tion this year. Unfortunately we lost 55 brothers to death, suspensions and demits.
We have also embarked on an aggressive campaign to utilize all newly created
Sublime Princes in some fashion within the valley. Taking the first step rather
than wait to be asked has paid huge dividends and has resulted in increased vi-
brancy and enthusiasm as well as increased class sizes.

We have continued to focus on our brothers who, through hardship or
age, have been reluctant to continue in the Scottish Rite Valley of Norwich.
Through attention to the unsaid messages sent by our brothers and dues abate-
ments where indicated, we have again reduced the requests for demits and suspen-
sions for non-payment of dues. Retention results from caring and communication
and we are striving to improve both of these areas.
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We have improved our communications by the utilization of e-mail for
those who would prefer it. This increases the timeliness of the information being
received by the brothers. We are also in the process of creating an e-mail blast list
that will allow quick communication and reminders to all brothers who have
signed up. We are continuing to request the assistance of the members in the sup-
port of our scholarship programs, both local and Abbott.

All these activities, coupled with the Supreme Council programs of Chil-
dren’s Learning Centers, the Northern Light Magazine, Abbott Scholarships, and
the Museum of Our National Heritage, provide that extra reason to sustain mem-
bership and to think about the positive effects that paying dues provides.

The 2008-2009 Scottish Rite year has been marked by continued and ex-
panding cooperation between our Valleys, greater efforts to attract new members,
and more opportunities to join and work with our brethren of Prince Hall.

SUPREME COUNCIL

Four brothers of the Rite in Connecticut were coroneted with the Thirty-
Third Degree and were created Sovereign Grand Inspectors General and Honor-
ary Members of the Supreme Council at the Supreme Council Session in Provi-
dence, Rhode Island last August. Sidney W. Isenberg, who had to miss the degree
in 2007, Paul L. Chello and Richard C. Memmott, Sr. of the Valley of New Haven
and Francis G. Way, MSA, of the Valley of Hartford became the newest Honorary
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Members of the Supreme Council. Eric W. Manner of the Valley of Hartford,
Charles W. Yohe of the Valley of Norwich and Ralph Walker Rose, MSA of the
Valley of Waterbury have been elected to receive the Thirty-Third Degree in Bos-
ton, Massachusetts during the August 2009 Supreme Council Session.

MEMBERSHIP

The great tide of men who flooded on to our membership rolls after re-
turning victorious from the Second World War is now well into its ebb as those
brothers continue to answer the call of the Grand Architect and lay down the
working tools of life. This mortality is a dagger at the heart of Freemasonry and
especially the Scottish Rite.

We urge all Valleys to take advantage of the membership and leadership
seminars offered by the Supreme Council. We have all attended the Membership
Seminar, held September 26 and 27, and the Leadership Seminar, held March 27
and 28. They were excellent and allowed for not only the exchange of ideas, but
cemented fraternal bonds and friendships forged beyond state lines throughout the
jurisdiction.

The Ambassador Program presented at the Membership Seminar is being
implemented. Ambassadors are being appointed. Thought is being given as to how
Scottish Rite Masonry can help Blue Lodge Masonry attract good men. And, there
does seem to be anecdotal evidence of a societal change. Young men seem to be
looking for something larger than themselves. My lodge has had a noticeable in-
crease in interest, almost all of it from young men who have found us on the inter-
net.

The Scottish Rite is also benefiting from the Supreme Council web site, the
Connecticut Council of Deliberation web site, and the web sites of all our Valleys.

James R. Spencer, Jr., 33°, along with all
the Connecticut Active Members, are working to strengthen the Waterbury Learn-
ing Center Board of Governors to broaden its membership to include men and
women from outside our fraternity and increase its ability to fundraise locally. Our
Board of Governors has stepped up to the challenge. Fundraisers have been held
and more are planned. Please support our Learning Center whenever and however
you can. Anything you can do will be worth the effort.

MASONIC YOUTH

The Valleys continue to support the Order of DeMolay and the Order of
Rainbow for Girls, both financially and with donations of time. These young peo-
ple are not only our hope for the future but also the hope of society in the years to
come. They continue to merit our support and encouragement.

VALLEY ACTIVITIES

Connecticut Consistory, Lafayette Consistory, and Nathan Hale Consis-
tory with the valleys of the Connecticut Council of Deliberation, have conferred
the necessary degrees. Collectively, they have conferred the 4", 5™ 7t gt 1t
13™, 14™, 15", 16", 17™, 18™, 19", 23", 24™ 25", 28™ 29™ 30™, 31%and the 32"
degrees. A combined cast from all the Valleys under the direction of Ill. Howard
D. Turner, MSA, 33°was honored to confer the 14" Degree, Grand Elect Mason,
for the Prince Hall candidates at the Prince Hall Cathedral in New Haven. Also,
the Valleys of Norwich and Hartford were honored to confer the degrees for the
fall 2008 class of Prince Hall candidates along with the Northern Masonic Jurisdic-
tion candidates.

STRATEGIC PLAN FOR THE STATE OF CONNECTICUT

Connecticut AASR Strategic Plan
Review and modification dated June 13, 2008
Comments from Strategic Planning Committee

The Council strategic plan was created in 2004 and closely mirrored the
strategic plan adopted by the Supreme Council. The intent was to have the Council
plan serve as a blueprint for the Valleys to use when developing their strategic
plans. As a result the Council plan contained eight strategies and numerous objec-
tives to utilize to achieve those strategies. Over time the plan has been modified,
reacting to changes made by the Supreme Council and to reflect the needs of our
Connecticut Valleys.

Earlier this spring, Ill. James R. Spencer, Jr., 33° challenged the commit-
tee to take a closer look at the Council plan and consider whether we had created a
Clydesdale, when a Palomino will suffice. Was a four page document necessary
when the responsibility for development and execution of the strategic plans really
falls on the leadership of each Valley? What is the role of the Council in this proc-
ess and does the Council have the ability to implement any of the objectives con-
tained in the current plan?

Several weeks ago | had the opportunity to attend a conference. One of the
presenters was a futurist who commented on the use of goals and objectives. The
speaker reminded us to keep in focus the vision of the organization and change the
objectives and action plans, as warranted.
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Reflecting on the questions our Ill. Commander-in-Chief had raised and the re-
minder from the futurist, the committee came to realize the Council is not in the
position to implement the numerous objectives identified in the current strategic
plan and after some thought, we determined the vision of the Council should set
the tone for our Valleys. To do this we needed to clarify the mission of the Council.
We also desired to incorporate the philosophy of our Sovereign Grand Com-
mander, Ill. John Wm. McNaughton, 33° that the organization must address
membership needs of inspiration, convenience, and enjoyment and to incorporate
the leadership philosophy of having the right people on the bus. In a successful
organization you will find strong leadership with a clear understanding of where
they want to bring the organization. They are the big picture individuals who can
see the entire forest and do not get lost among the trees within the forest.

With this in mind the committee started with a clean piece of paper. The
charge | made to the committee was first and foremost to focus on the vision and
not the details; and, secondly, have the plan fit on one page. From inception this
committee has always had the Strategic Plan for the NMJ to serve as a blueprint
for the Council; however, at the time of our meeting, the NMJ plan was undergo-
ing a substantial revision, and currently unavailable. This presented a great chal-
lenge and opportunity for the committee.

The following is the outcome of our efforts:
Mission Statement

The mission of the Connecticut Council of Deliberation is to provide guid-
ance and coordination to the Connecticut Scottish Rite Valleys to ensure their ac-
tivities are Inspirational, Convenient, and Enjoyable.

Mission Cornerstones

Inspirational
° Promote degree and non-degree programs conveying the lessons and heri-
tage of 200 years of Scottish Rite Masonry.

° Assist Valleys with development of leadership teams to carryout the vision
of Scottish Rite Masonry as an active, strong, vibrant organization.
Convenient
o Provide effective communication channels to enhance member awareness

of activities.
° Promote Scottish Rite as a state-wide organization and encourage collabo-
ration among the Valleys.
Enjoyable
° Guide Valleys to go beyond portrayals and emphasize fellowship.
° Promote the importance of family and inclusion in Scottish Rite activities.

The Council of Deliberation is committed to supporting the Valleys in
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implementing programs that will enhance the image of the Scottish Rite and mak-
ing it more attractive and convenient to members and prospective members alike;
to inspire men to support the principles of Freemasonry through leadership, spirit,
and service; and to promote Masonic, family and community values through at-
tractive, relevant, and enjoyable programs.

Valley Strategic Planning

At the Valley level, we are pleased to report the five Valleys continue to
monitor and modify their strategic plans as they deem appropriate for their re-
spective Valleys.

Membership retention starts by early involvement in
Valley activities. The Valley hopes to cast the 4™ degree exclusively with brothers
from the Bridgeport Valley. The Valley is also working on casting a new degree for
the coming year. The Valley of Bridgeport is working to increase public knowl-
edge of Scottish Rite within the community and will be participating in the Strat-
ford Day festivities during the first week in June.

The Valley of Hartford continues to focus on member retention and par-
ticipation. To engage members and candidates the Valley hosts pre-degree dinners
and new candidate graduation dinners. The leadership of the Valley continues to
work on fine tuning officer training and the expectations for the line officers. To
improve attendance and participation in Valley activities, the Valley is continuing
to utilize various methods of communicating with members, whether by mail, the
Valley publication, View of the Valley, email, or the Valley website. The Valley has
reorganized and cataloged the wardrobe room and developed a budget for replace-
ment and refurbishment of the wardrobes. Family life activities continue to be an
important part of the Valley social fabric. The Valley recently completed a bus
trip to West Point, will be sponsoring a 5K road race on July 25 to benefit the
Waterbury Learning Center, and will host an evening at the Rock Cats on July 11
for Masons and their friends.

The Valley of New Haven has formed a degree team to perform the second
section of the Master Mason degree for area Blue Lodges. It has successfully done
so at three different lodges so far. The Scottish Rite Information/New Candidate
Night has been expanded to be a Mason/non-Mason night with information on
Blue Lodge Masonry presented as well. To improve attendance and participation
the Valley is continuing to expand the use of email reminders and postings on the
Valley website. The Family Life programs have continued with summer and win-
ter picnics, as well as dinner theaters. INDEX

The Valley has nearly complete lodge coverage in the Scottish Rite Am-
bassador program. The Valley has also continued their successful Oktoberfest-in-
November stated meeting, with German food and beer, and continue to upgrade
the stage at New Haven with the purchase of new stage curtains and back drops as
well as investing in new costumes.

The Valley of Norwich continues to evaluate and update its five-year Long
Range Plan. After completing their first five year plan in 2006, they revisited and
updated many goals and developed their Long Range Plan for 2007-2011. The
Long-range Planning Committee found that most of the goals were met in our
2001-2006 plan and they believe they are on target to continue to meet most of the
goals of the new five- year plan. The Long Range Planning committee monitors the
plan between Executive Council meetings and reports progress to the Executive
Council. The Valley’s Black Cap Program is working well and, along with in-
creased emphasis on retention, they have attained positive growth in membership.
The program will continue and enhance their efforts. The Valley is continuing the
work of getting the newer members involved and working in degrees and taking
offices and as a result, the officer corps is starting to look younger.

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REPORT OF THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS OF THE
32° MASONIC LEARNING CENTER FOR CHILDREN

To the Hlustrious Commander-in-Chief, officers and brethren of the Connecticut
Council of Deliberation in session at Newington, CT on June 19, 2009

Greetings from the Board of Governors.

My Brothers all, what a difference a year makes! The devastation in the
economic and investment communities has had a similar negative impact on the
Benevolent Fund of the Scottish Rite in Lexington and has necessitated a signifi-
cant change in the funding paradigm for the 32° Masonic Learning Centers for
Children. Now, more than ever, the 32° Masonic Learning Center for Children in
Waterbury is your center. It’s doors will remain open only through the generosity
of the Scottish Rite Valleys and individuals here in Connecticut.

The work done by the staff of the Masonic Learning Center for Children
at Waterbury is truly amazing and life changing. Again this past year we have had
two Celebrations of Achievement for students who have completed the program at
the Learning Center. On May 8, 2009, the Louis Vander Eyk ‘Magnificent 7’ class,
named in honor of Ill. and Most Worshipful Brother Louis Vander Eyk, 33°,who
has retired from the Board of Governors and been elected to emeritus member-
ship, celebrated the accomplishments of our latest group of students to leave the
program successfully. Please join with me in gracious appreciation to Ill. Brother
Louis for his many hours of effort during his years on the Board.

We continue to assist the maximum number of young people that can be
accommodated by the existing center. This fiscal year, our budget was cut by al-
most 15 percent. For fiscal year 2010 which begins on September 1, 2009, the
Waterbury Center will receive $60,000 from the Benevolent Fund. The remainder
of our $110,000 budget must be raised by us locally. In succeeding years, we will
receive even lesser amounts from Lexington and will need to become increasingly
self-sufficient. If we wish to positively affect more young people in more areas of
the state, then we must be willing to roll up our sleeves and do the work necessary
to cover our annual operating budget while working to permanently endow the
existing center.
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A variety of fundraising activities are being undertaken by the Board of
Governors. On May 16, we hosted a reception and nostalgia show at the Ashlar
Village campus. July 25, right here in Newington, the Valley of Hartford will host a
5K run/walk which they plan to make an annual event with all proceeds being do-
nated to the Learning Center. In the fall, a wine tasting is being planned at the
Mystic Aquarium. Additionally, Ill. Brother Bruce Work has authored an appeal
letter that will be mailed to every Connecticut Scottish Rite Mason within the next
couple of months. And our annual Walk for Dyslexia Awareness will be held on
Sunday, October 4, 2009 at the Center on the corner of Highland Avenue and
Chipman Street in Waterbury. | hope that you will participate in as many of these
upcoming activities as your time and resources allow.

With adversity comes opportunity! While it’s true that Connecticut Scot-
tish Rite Masons now must shoulder a significant portion of the financial obliga-
tion required to fund our learning center, we are also being given increasing
autonomy to operate the center in Connecticut. Within the next 12 to 18 months,
Lexington will present us with a number of options with regard to our structure
and operation. Additionally, there is a plan to change the name as well as the logo.
We will keep you informed as these changes occur.

This report would not be complete without acknowledging the individuals
who continue to give of their time and talents to make the Connecticut Learning
Center an ongoing success. Ill. David Sharkis, 33° volunteers untold hours through-
out the year to make sure the physical needs of the Learning Center facility are
met and to keep the Center in excellent repair. A. J. Kayser and Cheryl Sharkis
continue to go well beyond what they are paid to do and are excellent ambassadors
for Scottish Rite Masonry! The tutors and tutor-scholars, who work one-on-one
with each student, continue to make a difference in the lives of young people who
are afflicted with dyslexia and are making this a better world — one student at a
time!

The Valley of Waterbury is to be commended for its ongoing dedication
and special support of the Learning Center. The Center would likely not be cele-
brating its eighth year of operation were it not for the dedicated support of this
Valley. To all the Valleys in Connecticut, thank you for your very generous ongo-
ing financial support! Your significant and valued contributions keep our doors
open!

Your continued support of the Connecticut Learning Center for Children
is vital! Talk it up in your Blue Lodges. Talk it up in your Valleys. Enthusiastically
support the Annual Dyslexia Awareness Walk that will be held on October 4, 2009
in Waterbury both financially and with your physical participation. The walk is a
total of 5 kilometers — less than 3 miles! Come out and join the board, staff, and
students on a wonderful, crisp, sunny day this October.

We are proud to report to you that the Learning Center continues to de-
velop and progress. We have celebrated the achievements of 55 youngsters. Upon
completion of their work at the Center, all have progressed at least 2 to 3 grade
levels in their reading skills, with many surpassing this average. At present, we
have experienced nine Celebration of Achievement ceremonies. Alumni continue to
periodically stop by to share their achievements and upcoming plans. This year,
two Learning Center alumni have earned college or higher education scholarships.
Josh has earned an Abbott Scholarship and will be attending Baron Institute,
where he will be studying auto body. Matt is finalizing his study plans and when
his plan is complete, he will have earned a scholarship via the Valley of New Ha-
ven. This is a very exciting time for all of us involved with the Learning Center
Program, for you see, there was a time these young men viewed the completion of
high school as their ultimate goal. In essence, the philanthropic focus of Scottish
Rite Masonry is granting these young men a second opportunity to closer meet
their educational and career potential. An additional highlight is that recently a
program graduate has requested petitions for membership to Harmony Lodge No.

There
are approximately 20

ARTICLE |
Title and Allegiance

Sec. 1 - This Council shall be known as ""Connecticut Council of Delibera-
tion of the Ancient Accepted Scottish Rite of Freemasonry™.

Sec. 2 - It is formed under and hereby acknowledges and yields allegiance
to the Supreme Council of Sovereign Grand Inspectors General of the Thirty-third
and last degree of the Ancient Accepted Scottish Rite of Freemasory for the North-
ern Masonic Jurisdiction of the United States of America, having its Grand East in
the City of Lexington, Massachusetts.

ARTICLE I1
Meetings, Notices, Quorum

Sec. 1 - The Connecticut Council of Deliberation shall meet annually. The
time and place of each Annual Meeting shall be determined by the Council, pro-
vided, however, that such time and place of meeting may be changed by the Dep-
uty for any reason deemed by him to require such action.

Sec. 2 - A special meeting of this Council may be called by the Deputy for
such time and place within this state as he shall determine, or by this Council at
any annual meeting.

Sec. 3 - Written or printed notice of each annual or special meeting of this
Council shall be given by the Secretary, to be served either personally or by mail,
to each member at least ten (10) days before said meeting. Such notice shall state
the purpose thereof.

Sec. 4 - Accredited representatives of a majority of the Scottish Rite Bodies
in this state shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.

ARTICLE 111
Members, Officers
Sec. 1 - The members of this Council of Deliberation shall be such as are
prescribed by the Supreme Council.
Sec. 2 - The Council shall elect the following officers at each annual meet-
ing to hold office for one year or until their successors shall be elected and in-
stalled:

First Lieutenant Commander Master of Ceremonies
Second Lieutenant Commander Hospitaler

Minister of State Seneschal

Chancellor Standard Bearer
Prior Guard

Treasurer Sentinel

Secretary
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Sec. 2b - The Commander in Chief shall appoint a member of this Coun-
cil of Deliberation as Grand Historian who shall keep a record of all events of his-
torical significance and report thereon to this Council annually.

Sec. 3 - In case of vacancy in any office, by death, removal from the ju-
risdiction or otherwise, or failure to elect officers in this Council, the Illustrious
Commander in Chief may make appointments to be in force until the next annual
meeting.

Sec. 4 - Each officer of this Council shall perform the duties customarily
incident to his office in accordance with Masonic usage and shall perform such
other duties as may be assigned to him by resolution of this Council or by the Illus-
trious Commander in Chief.

Sec. 5 - The officers shall be installed at the annual meeting or as soon
thereafter as practicable.

Sec. 6 - Scottish Rite Bodies in this State may elect members of the Rite
in good standing in the Northern Jurisdiction as Honorary Members under such
rules and regulations as their By-Laws may prescribe; provided, however, that no
member of a Valley may be elected an Honorary member of the Valley in which he
is a member.

Sec. 7 - Semi-public installation of the officers of Scottish Rite Bodies in
this State is permitted.

Sec. 8 - A personal contact shall be made with each resident Connecticut
member of the Scottish Rite before he can be suspended or dropped from member-
ship for non-payment of dues and assessments. The Thrice Potent Master of each
Valley shall be responsible for the personal contact in his Valley, and a report shall
be made available to the Secretary of the Valley. The Secretary shall retain the
report for future reference and the records.

Sec. 9a - This Council of Deliberation authorizes the holding of dual
memberships for members of the Scottish Rite in the Northern Masonic Jurisdic-
tion.

Sec. 9b - A member of the Rite holding membership in a Valley outside of
this State may apply for dual membership in a Valley in this state provided dual
membership is permitted in the state of his membership, or a waiver of jurisdic-
tion is obtained.

Sec. 9c - A dual member shall be required to pay the customary dues of the
bodies which he joins, but no fee becoming a dual member shall be charged.

ARTICLE IV
Standing Committees

Sec. 1 - At the close of each annual meeting, the Illustrious Commander in
Chief, or in his absence the presiding officer, shall appoint the following Standing
Committees to continue in office until a new Committee be appointed:

Committee on Business

Committee on Credentials

Committee on. Dispensations and Charters

Committee on Finance
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Committee on Meritorious Service Award

Committee on Necrology

Committee on Next Place of Meeting

Committee on Nominations

Committee on Rules and Regulations

Committee on State of the Rite

Committee on Insurance

Sec. 2 - The Committee on Business shall review the address of the Illustri-
ous Commander in Chief and shall make recommendations regarding the appor-
tionment and disposition of the several parts of the address.

Sec. 3 - The Committee on Credentials shall pass on the qualifications of
every person presenting himself for attendance at each annual or special meeting
of this Council and to report thereon at such meeting.

Sec. 4 - The Committee on Dispensations and Charters shall investigate
every application for a dispensation or charter and make a written recommenda-
tions thereon to this Council.

Sec. 5 - The Committee on Finance shall audit the books and accounts of
the Secretary, Treasurer, and Hospitaler and make a written report thereon at
the annual meeting of this Council. It shall prepare and present a budget of esti-
mated receipts and expenditures for the ensuing year.

Sec. 6 - The Committee on Meritorious Service Award shall consist of five
members of the Supreme Council, one from each of the five Valleys in the State.
It shall be the duty of this committee to receive and consider the nominations
from the various Valleys and to make recommendations to this Council, at each
annual meeting thereof, of members of the Rite in this state to receive the Merito-
rious Service Award.

Sec. 7 - The Committee on Necrology shall report at each meeting of this
Council the names, degrees, titles, and date of death, of all members of the Su-
preme Council in this State dying during the preceding year, together with simi-
lar data on such other outstanding Masonic leaders as it may deem proper.

Sec. 8 - The Committee on Next Place of Meeting shall recommend at each
annual meeting of this Council a place for subsequent annual meeting or meetings
of this Council.

Sec. 9 - The Committee on Nominations shall consist of the members of
the Supreme Council accredited to this state. It shall be the duty of such Commit-
tee to nominate candidate for election to the offices of this Council at each meet-
ing place.

Sec. 10 - The Committee on Rules and Regulations shall consider all mat-
ters pertaining to the laws, rules, regulations and jurisprudence referred to it by
the Deputy or by this Council and shall make recommendations thereon.

Sec. 11 - The Committee on State of the Rite shall consider throughout
the year all matters pertaining to the State of the Rite in this state, make recom-
mendations to the Deputy from time to time, and it shall make a written report to
this Council at each annual meeting.

Sec. 12 - The Committee on Insurance shall consist of three members
who shall administer all insurance and related matters pertaining to the Scottish
Rite Bodies in the state of Connecticut.
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ARTICLE V
Finances
Sec. | - The Secretary of each body of the Rite in this state shall, annually,
at least seven days prior to the annual meeting forward to the Secretary of the
Council of Deliberation a detailed statement of the proceeding year's work and a
remittance of the per capita tax of one dollar ($1.00) per each member (as
amended 8/15/07) on it roll of membership as of May 31.

Sec. 2 - This Council at any annual or special meeting may vote assess-
ments on the bodies of the Rite in this state as this Council shall deem proper, pro-
vided, however, that every such additional assessment shall be designated for some
particular purpose and shall be used only for that purpose.

Sec. 3 - The fiscal year of this Council shall begin on the first day of Au-
gust in each year and shall end on the 31% day of July in the next succeeding year.

Sec. 4 - No money shall be drawn on the Treasurer except upon a warrant
signed by the Secretary, countersigned by the Illustrious Commander in Chief,
and issued in payment of an appropriation or in accordance with an order previ-
ously made by this Council.

Sec. 5 - The Secretary, Treasurer, and Hospitaler of this Council of Delib-
eration shall be bonded in such manner and in such amount as shall be determined
by resolution of the Council, or in default of such determination then determined
by the Deputy, the premium on such bonds to be paid by this Council.

ARTICLE VI
Jurisdiction of Valleys

Sec. 1 - Each Valley in this state shall have concurrent jurisdiction
within the State of Connecticut.

ARTICLE VII
Meritorious Service Award

Sec. 1a - An award to be known as the " Illustrious Arthur M. Brown, 33°,
Meritorious Service Award" is hereby established for the State of Connecticut. It
shall be conferred upon Scottish Rite Masons who, by reason of meritorious ser-
vices of a Masonic character, are worthy and should be so cited.

Sec. 1b - The award shall consist of a jewel in memory of the late Deputy
for this state, 1ll. Arthur M. Brown, 33°.

Sec. 1c - The recipients must have received the grade of Sublime Prince of
the Royal Secret.

Sec. 1d - The award shall be limited to one member for each 1000 mem-
bers per Valley, with no Valley entitled to less than one each year provided the
Valley is in good standing. (N.B. Constitutional limitation not to exceed one per
body in each Valley.) (Art. 901-d).

Sec. 2 - The following procedure shall be followed by this Council relative
to selecting those who are to receive such awards and in presenting the awards to
those selected.

Sec. 2a - The presiding officers of the bodies of the Rite in the State shall
present recommendations in writing to the Council of Deliberation, nominating the
member or members of their Bodies whom they feel should receive the award. No
presiding officer is eligible to receive this award while he is involved in the nomi-
nating process.

Sec. 2b - Such nominations shall be referred to the Standing Committee on
Meritorious Service Award at least one month prior to the annual meeting of this
Council, except that by unanimous consent of this Council nominations may be
referred to the Committee at the annual meting for consideration at that annual
meeting.

Sec. 2¢ -The Committee on Meritorious Service Award shall consider the
nominations referred to it from the various Valleys and shall make recommenda-
tions to this Council, at each annual meeting thereof, of members of the Rite in this
State to receive the Meritorious Service Award.

Sec. 3 - The presentation of the award and insignia shall be made by the
Deputy, or someone selected by him. Such presentation shall be made either in the
Valley in which the recipient is a member or at a meeting of the Council of Delib-
eration, as the Deputy may determine.

Sec. 4 - The jewel shall consist of an ornamented gold bar, one and a half
inches long, with the words ""Connecticut Council of Deliberation™ in gold letters
set in red enamel. A second gold bar, one and a quarter inches long, is suspended
from the first bar by five gold links. On this bar shall be the words *1ll. Arthur M.
Brown, 33°, Meritorious Service Award" in gold letters set in red enamel. A dou-
ble headed eagle, emblem of the Thirty-Second Degree is suspended from this sec-
ond bar by three gold links. The figures 32" are of gold set in a triangle of black
enamel. The height of the jewel shall be two and three-quarters inches.

ARTICLE VIII
Amendments

Sec. 1 - By Amendment of Supreme Council Constitutions, etc. Upon
amendment of the constitutions and Regulations of the Supreme Council of Sover-
eign Grand Inspectors General of the Thirty-third and last degree of the Ancient
Accepted Scottish Rite of Freemasonry for the Northern Masonic Jurisdiction of
the United States of America, or upon the promulgation or any decree of said Su-
preme Council, inconsistent with any provision of these Rules and Regulations,
then in every such event, and without any further act or deed whatsoever, these
Rules and Regulations shall be deemed to be and shall be automatically amended
in conformity therewith.

Sec. 2 - By Council of Deliberation, these Rules and Regulations may be
amended at any annual meeting of this Council by a majority vote of the members
present, provided the proposed amendment or amendments have been presented
at the proceeding annual meeting, and due notice thereof shall have been given to
the members and provided, further, that an amendment or amendments may be
adopted at the annual meeting at which it is presented, by a two-thirds vote of the
members present, thirty (30) days notice of the proposed amendment or amend-
ments having been given to the members.

Sec. 3 - All By-Laws, Rules and Regulations previously adopted by this
Council are hereby rescinded.
